Dilaboort ( Mudlark ) for Teaching Block 2 (Years 3 & 4)

Ngoolyarak ( Carnaby Cockatoo ) for Teaching Block 3 (Years 1 & 2)
Djakal — Ngakal ( Pink & Grey Galah ) for Teaching Block 4 (Years 5 & 6
which won'’t be open until early 2021)

Wetj ( Emu ) for Teaching Block 5 (for H-block where we have our
specialist Science, Art , LOTE and Support rooms.

Djoowi ( Tawny Frogmouth ) for the Library.

We will use the term Beedawong for our new undercover area (to be completed
in early 2021), which is a term used for celebration or meeting place.

We will have images of the birds next to the names for easier recognition.
